What is this agenda item about? 
This sponsorship request is made by Stacie Vetterli of Elk Grove, CA. She 
is requesting an individual sponsorship for $992.00 to attend the 
Angelman Syndrome Foundation Bi-Annual Conference on July 29th – 
August  1st , 2009 in Orlando, Florida. 
 
Ms. Vetterli previously requested funding from Alta Regional Center and 
was denied.
