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1. Provide a one-paragraph abstract that clearly states the goal and major activities of the proposed project and the impact it will have on people with intellectual/developmental disabilities (I/DD).



2. Describe your organization’s qualifications to implement the proposed project.



3. Identify any organizations that will be collaborating on the project, and provide a brief description of the respective roles. Collaborators shall submit letters of support with original signatures. 



4. Provide a detailed narrative about the proposed project, including specific information on the methodology to be used and an overview of project activities.


5. Describe the major expected outputs/outcomes of the project, and how successful completion of the project will impact people with I/DD and/or systems serving people with I/DD. Please reference the “DD Council Draft Performance Measures – June 2016”. (Exhibit A)
